Toolbars

Glyph toolbars are now shown in a reserved section in the upper part of the
application area. This reserved section produces a smoother operation of the
software by preventing the display area from being displaced by the added toolbar.
Glyphs that use multiple toolbars (for example Studio Display glyph and Waterfall
Display glyph), use up and down arrows to move between the available toolbars.

XY Viewer and Histogram Viewer

New XY and Histogram viewers are provided for quick viewing of data. The Available
Data window provides icons for accessing these viewers. By selecting the required
data from one or more tests, and then selecting the XY Viewer or Histogram Viewer
icons, the data is directly displayed. This prevents the need to drag data into the
workspace for simple display purposes.
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Run All Workspaces in Sequence

When a process has more than workspace, it is now possible to run each
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workspace in turn rather than selecting Run manually for each one. This has
particular application when data is written out from one workspace and loaded into
an input glyph in the next workspace. (At this release, this automatic loading of input
glyphs is possible only with histogram data.) “Run all workspaces in sequence” is an
option on the Run menu.

Selection of Multiple Pipes

Multiple pipes connecting glyphs can be group selected using Ctrl and a left click.
This provides a usability improvement to disconnect, enable and disable data flow in
processes with many pipes.

Info on Glyph

Each glyph has an “Info...” right click option. This enables users to add their own
Help text to each glyph in a process. This can be very useful to document what each
glyph is doing in a process. An exclamation point icon is added to the header of the
glyph to indicate the info has been defined. Clicking this icon shows the info in a
dialog, which is not directly editable. Locking the workspace also locks the info on

each glyph.
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Help System

A new Help system has been added for an improved user experience for context-
sensitive Help. At this release, this Help is available for forms and glyph properties.
The Help button on the bottom right of these dialogs provides access to this Help.
The Help on the glyph properties form gives an overview of the purpose of the glyph
and description of each of its properties. All Help text is fully searchable, with ranked
results lists.

The Help system uses Adobe Air to display these HTML pages.

Preferences for Location of Flow Files

By default, process flow files (.flo) are assumed to be located in the current working
folder. The Open Process and Save Process dialogs offer the working folder as the
starting location. However, if it is required to keep the process flow files separate
from the data to be analyzed, this behavior can cause repeated selection of the
required folder. New preferences are provided at this release which when set to True
will cause the software to remember the last folder location from which a flow was
loaded or saved to. Preferences are accessed in the nCode desktop Tools menu.

Preference for open flow files to load from most recent folder:
/Libraries/fvlib/LoadFromMostRecentFolder (default False)
Preference for save flow files to save to most recent folder:
/Libraries/fvlib/SaveToMostRecentFolder (default False)
